 Organizing orientation programs to sensitize students about the consequences of ragging. 

 Encouraging students to report incidents promptly. 

 Establishing an anti-ragging helpline for immediate assistance. 



3. Interactive Session: The lecture also featured an interactive session where attendees had the 

opportunity to ask questions and share their thoughts. The speaker addressed various queries 

related to reporting mechanisms, support systems for victims, and legal actions.
