HISTORY: NCC was firstly started in 1666 in Germany. The NCC in India 

was formed with the National Cadet Corps Act of 1948. It was raised on 15 

July 1948. The origin of NCC can be traced back to the 'University Corps', 

which was created under the Indian Defence Act 1917, with the objective to 

make up the shortage of the Army.

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NCC Flag :  The three colours in the flag depict the three services of the 

Corps, red for the Army, deep blue for the Navy and light blue for the Air 

Force. The letters NCC and the NCC crest in gold in the middle of the flag 

encircled by a wreath of lotus, give the flag a colourful look anda distinct 

identity.
